As some of you are aware, Rick Vigil and | left for
Zambia, Africa, on the 28" of February. While the
primary purpose of our trip was fact-finding, we also
worked on the kitchen in the Lubuto Orphanage located
in Ndola, Zambia.

Much was accomplished during our time there. | had
an opportunity to speak in three churches located in
various cities, and we worked on the kitchen at Lubuto
Orphanage, though we weren't able to undertake a
complete kitchen remodel. We delivered two pairs of
shoes for each of the children at the Orphanage,
provided food for several ‘street kids’, shared fellowship
with many, and also made many new friends.

Our stay was comfortable, and we spent most of our
evenings at the new orphanage in Ndola. Pastor
Charles jokes about us being the first orphans there,
but the facility will be filled with 40 children by year’s
end. We have committed to building or providing 42
beds for this new facility. In addition, there is a building
at the property we plan on remodeling to include
several offices and classrooms. This facility will
become an AIDS Prevention Training Center in Ndola.
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World. Shouldn’t we have the same heart as that of
our Father’'s? I'm reminded of James 1:27 where God
provides guidance as to the ‘Perfect Religion’, and that
is to look after Orphans and Widows in their distress
and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world.

Lubuto is an orphanage in Ndola, Zambia serving 25
orphans. Ndola is the third largest city in Zambia
located in the country’s copper belt. Lubuto is
operated by The Father’s Love Ministries —a non-profit
organization in Zambia. The Father’s Love Ministries
was founded by Charles and Monica Musonda who
live in the United States, but are originally from
Zambia.

The Father’s Love Ministries (FLM) purchased a new
property for the purposes of establishing an additional
orphanage serving 40 children, also in Ndola. As part
of this facility FLM plans for an AIDS Prevention
Training Center. Zambia is one of the hardest hit
African countries in terms of the AIDS/HIV pandemic
with 330 to 500 related deaths each day.

We had the opportunity to visit and actually stay in this
facility earlier this year. The home is spacious with
ample kitchen and bathroom space. In addition, there
is plenty of space outside for a garden, and the
property is quite secure as well. A second trip is
planned for in September of this year.

In partnership, WOR and FLM in Zambia, plan to
complete the various construction projects by the end
of September, at which time Orphans will begin to be
placed in this home by the government of Zambia. In
addition, we will be enlisting the assistance of MMM
International for assistance for our local construction
material, and for providing labor in country. We are
currently in the application process with MMM, but did
meet with them during our first trip and believe that a
cooperative effort will be agreed to. Our trip’'s
objectives will consist of the following:

Complete Construction Projects — construction of beds,
build-out of AIDS Prevention Training Center, Lubuto
Kitchen remodel, and construction of picnic tables for
dining-room at Lubuto (kids are currently eating on
floor). These projects are listed in order of priority.
Caring for the children at Lubuto. We will also possibly
provide assorted clothing that we will take with us; much
like we delivered shoes early this year.

We will be visiting local area churches building
awareness for the plight of Orphans in their
communities.

Plan to meet with a member(s) of parliament to promote
access for international adoption in Zambia.

Will take a day to research local area real estate
opportunities for a future WOR Orphanage.

A side-trip to Botswana is tentative at this time; we hope
to share with local area churches in Francistown.
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The cost for this mission will be greater than our fact-
finding mission earlier this year. We are confident that
with God’s blessing and your help, we can complete
each of the elements of our construction projects, and
accomplish the other objectives for our trip.

Our estimated costs for this Mission are as follows:

$ 3,500 — Materials for 42 beds for new Orphanage
$ 4,200 — Mattresses for beds in new Orphanage

$ 2,500 — AIDS Prevention Training Center Build-out
$ 2,500 — Materials for Kitchen — Lubuto Property

$ 1,500 — Materials for Picnic Tables — Lubuto

$ 500 - Labor, Ndola

$ 1,000 — Food and clothing for street kids

$ 22,200 — Total Estimated Costs

$4,224 Surplus Remaining from Previous Trip

Travel costs will be raised by individual participants
with WOR being the recipient of the funds. Travel
expenses will be reimbursed or provided for as long as
funds are available made in the individuals name. We
are also open to other team members traveling with
us.

‘Street Kid’ in Kitwe, Zambia.
It is estimated that there are 96,000
street kids in Zambia.
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We are excited as we enter this time of planning for
Christmas 2006 in Mexico. Last year we blessed about 20
children at Casa de la Nueva Vida, and we already have 50
children sponsored for clothing and toys for 2006. We are in
need of additional families that would be interested in
becoming a mission family for World Orphan Relief. What
would be involved as a mission family is: (1) seeking out
sponsors for children in the specific Orphanage for your
mission family, (2) raising a minimal amount of financial
support for transportation expenses (approximately $400 for
fuel and one night's lodging), (3) provide your own
transportation adequate to contain the gifts which you will be
delivering, and (4) approximately four days of your time.

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To date, World Orphan Relief has attempted to raise
funds on a per project basis. We currently have our
budget —both income and expenses, divided into 4
areas; General-Admin, Lubuto, Mission Myanmar, and
Project Amigo. We have failed to raise funds
specifically for General-Admin or Mission Myanmar.
Our current account (income — expenses) balances
are as follows:

General Admin -$ 10.15
Lubuto $4,224.90
Mission Myanmar -$1,250.00
Project Amigo $1,557.86
Total Fundraising $10,727.71
Total Expenses $ 6,205.10
Net Result $ 4,522.61

Much of our surplus is due to funds rolling over from
our first Lubuto trip to our second. Essentially, we
have borrowed from Project Amigo to pay for Mission
Myanmar which we have not raised any funds for to
date.

World Orphan Relief provides

school fees for 50 Orphans in Myanmar
through our partnership with Orphan’s Hope.
According to UNICEF 2003 statistics, Myanmar is
home to 1.9 million Orphans, living for the most
part in poverty. Orphan’s Hope has a facility called
Garden Home which is located on 23 acres, with
an additional 60 acres for farming within 10
minutes drive of Garden Home.
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We do have a fundraising committee currently chaired by
Steve Kenney. We meet periodically, and would very much

be open to welcoming new participants. Please call the
office for meeting times.
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Assistance is needed with the distribution of communication
materials for World Orphan Relief. Call our offices for more
information on how you can help.
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We are in the need of missionaries (temporary) for periodic
trips to Juarez, Mexico. There are 23 Orphanages in Juarez
alone.
